It works to help residents with developmental
disabilities find independence, according to Mark Kramer, the nonprofit's executive director.

Eight of the 12 residents will be from the Morris County area instead of from a 5,000-name-long
waiting list with a 30-year waiting list kept by the state, according to Kramer. The other four
residents will be taken from the top of the state list.

The Rose House staff will work with each resident 15 and 40 hours a week depending on their
needs, h e added.

The house will have eight apartment units with beds for 12. A recreation room will be part of a
functioning basement. There will be staff offices, a laundry room and an elevator.

NewBridge Services Inc., which is experienced in housing, is developing the residence with The
Rose House.

“This project is cutting edge and will demonstrate the effectiveness of providing permanent housing
to people with developmental disabilities so they can live independently in a community,”
NewBridge Executive Director Robert L. Parker said.

While resembling a two-story home, The Rose House Community Residence will have eight
apartments within walking distance to a bus line, shops, businesses, a park and churches, Kramer
said.

The residence at 290 Cedar Knolls Road will be far less expensive to operate than a traditional
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
