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Construction continues on affordable housing spearheaded by NewBridge Services, a non-profit health provider in Pequannock.

Barbara, age 62, would love to go back to work, but with her asthma and other medical woes “it's physically
impossible.”

Even with Social Security Disability income, she could not afford to rent, she said, if NewBridge Services had not
welcomed her at its Little Falls affordable housing development in 2005.

“Thank God I have this lovely apartment ... where would I be [without it] I don’t know,” she said.

Now, with another development for those with limited income and special needs nearing completion in Pequannock,
she may have the chance to move back to her hometown.

The path to affordable housing

Those interested in applying for affordable housing through NewBridge Services can contact its Access Department at
888-746-9333. It takes both low income and a special need to qualify. If a municipality or a for-profit developer wants
to help provide affordable housing, the contact is Melody Federico of NewBridge Services at 973-686-2250.

NewBridge Services, a non-profit health provider in Pequannock, orchestrated the construction of three buildings for a
total of 11 units on Evans Place and expects to have it done by December and ready for occupancy.

Perhaps no one breathes as big a sigh of relief as Melody Federico. As director of housing development for NewBridge,
she works to get people off waiting lists and into affordable homes. This means cultivating a variety of funding sources
in a tight economy.

So it is with a sense of victory that Federico can say, after four years of planning, “This project is going to happen!”

“NewBridge is committed to 100 units [of affordable housing] within five years. These units are very important to that
goal,” added Robert Parker, NewBridge executive director.
